"ide knowledge of the develop­
ment of education in the state.

1-1. :'I lOROAl' a nd his yea rs a t the university,
11 1'. Morgan had taught two and a half years ; and it is not strange
that when, in ] 880, he came to w aslnugton Territory, he a t once
ente red school work. F or three years he se rved the couut rv schools
of Wl:IlI l1 Wa lla va lley, was two yea rs principal of th e Dayton public
schools, four vcars pi-iucipa l of the Waitsburg schools, and fo r two
yea rs superintendent of \\ulla " ' nlla county .

.lu 1887 he came to Ellensburg as p rincip al of public schools,
but in the meant ime he ha d been nppoiuted Territo rial Super intenden t
of Public I ustrnct ion by Governor Semple. Tu 1890 he was made
Superi ntendent of Ki ttita s Connt v, and held this posit ion a long with
that of pri ncipa l of Ellensburg p ublic schools, III 1892 he resigned
the latter position to accept tha t of Vi ce P rin cipa l and H ead of the
Depa rtm ent or Mathemutics in the f.heu newly organi zed Sta te Normal
School. Th is posit ion he has held ever since, H e has been severa l
times a membe r of the State Boa rd of E duca tion. wus president of
the Sta te Educa t ional Association and acti ve in the orgunizntiou of
thnt body; he ha s been acti ve in educntional work i ll the sta te and has
labored in inst itut e work in 20 counties. It is given to few men to
come to tile end of so many years of acti ve and effi cient se r vice in H
